B His or her name should be proposed by at
least 50 electors and seconded by another
50 electors of the Electoral College which
elects the President.

The President cannot be a Member of
Parliament or of a State Legislature; if he is

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Election of the President

The President is elected by an electoral college
in accordance with the system of proportional
representation by means of single transferable
vote. The Electoral College consists of the

elected members of both houses of Parliament
and the elected members of the states and
elected members of National Capital Territory
of Delhi and Puducherry. Once elected as the
President has to take an oath of office before the
Chief Justice of India. The President is elected
for a term of five years and can be re-elected.

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Powers of the President
Executive Powers

Article 77 requires that every executive action
of the Union shall be taken in the name of the
President.

He appoints the Prime Minister and the
other members of the Council of Ministers,
distributing portfolios to them on the advice
of the Prime Minister. He is responsible for
making a wide variety of appointments.
These include the appointment of Governors
of States, the Chief Justice and other Judges
of the Supreme Court and high Courts, the
Attorney General, the Comptroller and Auditor
General, the Chief Election Commissioner and
other Election Commissioners, the Chairman
and other Members of the Union Public
Service Commission, Ambassadors and High
Commissioners to other countries.
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Legislative Powers

He inaugurates the session of the Parliament
by addressing it after the general election
and also at the beginning of the first session
each year. This address is essentially identical
in nature to a Speech from the Throne.The
President summons Parliament at least twice in
a year.

He may send messages to either House of the
Parliament with respect to a bill pending in the
House. All bills passed by the Parliament become
“Laws of Acts” only after getting assent of the
President. Money bills cannot be introduced in
the Parliament without his approval. President
terminates the sessions of both or any of the
Houses of Parliament. He can even dissolve the
Lok Sabha before the expiry of the term of the
House.
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He nominates 12 persons who are eminent in
literature, science, sports, art and social service
to the Rajya Sabha. He can also nominate
two persons belonging to Anglo-Indian
Community to the Lok Sabha, if in his opinion,
that community is inadequately represented in
the House.
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Financial Power

Annual Budget of the Central Government
is presented before the Lok Sabha by the Union
Finance Minister only with the permission of

the President. The Constitution of India places

the Contingency Fund of India is at the disposal

of the President. No demand for a grant can be

made except on his recommendation. He can
make advances out of the contingency fund of

India to meet any unexpected expenditure. He
constitutes a finance commission after every

five years.
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Judicial Powers

Article 72 confers on the President power to
grant pardons, reprieves, respites or remissions
of punishment, or to commute the sentence of
any person convicted of an offence.

Military Powers

Article 53(2) lays down that “the supreme
command of the Defence Force of the Union
shall be vested in the President and the exercise
thereof shall be regulated by law™.
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Diplomatic Powers

The President appoints Indian diplomats to
other countries and receives fore1gn diplomats

posted to India. The ambassador designate
becomes ambassador after calling on the
President and presenting his credentials. All
treaties and agreements with foreign States are

entered into, in the name of the President.

Emergency Powers

The President has been empowered by the
Constitution to proclaim National Emergency
under Article 352, State Emergency under Article
356, Financial Emergency under Article 360.

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Removal of the President

The President may by writing under his
hand addressed to the Vice-President, resign
his office. The President may, for violation of
the Constitution, be removed from office by
impeachment in the manner provided in Article
61; The Impeachment action can be brought
about in the form of resolution in either house
of the Parliament. It must be supported by not
less than One-Fourth of the total strength of the
House for its introduction. The President shall,
in spite of the conclusion of his term, continue
to hold office until his successor enters upon his
office.

The charges must be brought through a resolution
signed by at least 1/4 of the members of that
House. A copy of the charges must be given to
the President at least 14 days in advance.

The resolution must be passed by a majority of
not less than 2/3 of the total membership of the
House where it was introduced.

Thereafter, the impeachment charges against the
President are taken up for investigation in the
other House. In this House, the President can
participate and present his explanation.

The President can defend himself either
personally, through another person, or through
his lawyer.

If, at the end of the impeachment proceedings in
the second House, the charges are accepted and

the resolution is passed by a 2/3 majority of the

total membership of that House, the President is
removed from office from that date.

In case of unforeseen events such as death,
resignation, or impeachment, the election for a
new President must be completed within six
months from the date the vacancy occurs. The
new President so elected will hold office for a
term of 5 years from the date of assuming office.
During the interim period until a new President is
elected, the Vice-President shall act as the
interim President.

In 1977, due to the death of Fakhruddin Ali
Ahmed, the then Vice-President Jatti acted as the
interim President. Subsequently, within six
months, Neelam Sanjiva Reddy was elected as
the President.

If the Vice-President dies while acting as the
interim President when the office of the President
Is vacant, or if the office of the Vice-President is
vacant, or if the Vice-President dies or resigns
within six months after assuming office as the
interim President, the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court may act as the interim President.
In 1969, following the death of President Zakir
Hussain, the then Vice-President VV.V. Giri
assumed office as the acting President. Later,
because he resigned from his position to contest
the presidential election, the then Chief Justice of
the Supreme Court, Hidayatullah, served as the

The President convenes Parliament twice a year.
However, the first session of Parliament each year
begins with his address. The time gap between the two
sessions should not exceed six months.

The President can send messages to either House of
Parliament regarding any bill pending before it.

All bills become law only after receiving the President's
assent.

A money bill cannot be introduced in Parliament
without the President's approval.

The President has the power to adjourn or prorogue a
session of Parliament.

The President has the power to dissolve the Lok Sabha
before the completion of its 5-year term, on the
recommendation of the Prime Minister (Article 85).

The President has the power to nominate 12 members to
the Rajya Sabha who have excelled in the fields of art,
literature, science, sports, and social service (Article 80).

If the President feels that the representation of the
Anglo-Indian community in the Lok Sabha is not
adequate, he has the power to nominate 2 members from
the Anglo-Indian community to the Lok Sabha (Article
331).

According to Article 108, the President convenes the
joint sitting of Parliament, presided over by the Speaker
of the Lok Sabha.

The President can give his assent to a bill or return the
bill to Parliament for reconsideration. * When the same
bill comes for the President's assent after
reconsideration, he is obligated to give his approval. He
cannot send it back for reconsideration a second time.

Bills relating to finance, state formation, boundary
changes, and name changes are introduced in Parliament
only after obtaining his prior permission.

The President has the power to issue ordinances when
Parliament is not in session. (Article 123)

It is the President's duty to ensure that various
recommendations and committee reports are submitted
to Parliament.

Appointing the interim Speaker of the Lok Sabha is one
of his functions.

The President has the authority to extend, modify, or
repeal laws related to ports and airports.

The President can exercise absolute veto power over
certain state laws.

3. Financial Powers

e A Money Bill can be introduced in Parliament only after
the recommendation of the President. (Article 110)

e The President can never return a Money Bill for
reconsideration.

e The Union Finance Minister presents the annual budget
of the Central Government in the Lok Sabha only after
obtaining the President's approval. (Article 112)

e The Indian Constitution has placed the Contingency
Fund of India under the control of the President. He
alone has the authority to meet unforeseen expenditures
of the government from this fund.

e No demand for a grant can be made without the
recommendation of the President.

e He constitutes a Finance Commission every five years,
or earlier if the states request it, to recommend the
distribution of revenue between the Union and the
States. (Article 280)

e His duties include determining the states' share of
income tax and deciding on the subsidies to be provided

e Appoints the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court and High
Courts and other judges.

e He can seek advice from the Supreme Court. However, the
Supreme Court's advice is not binding on him.(Article 143)

e He appoints the Chief Justice and other judges of the

Supreme Court and High Courts.

e The President can transfer judges without consulting the
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.

e |f a difference of opinion arises between the President and
the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, the President's
opinion shall be final.

e The President decides the number of judges in the High
Courts.

The President's Immunity Power
The Constitution, under Article 361, grants certain special

privileges to the President and the Governors of the states.

These are known as immunity powers.

5. Emergency Powers

The Indian Constitution grants the President special powers to
deal with three types of emergencies.
These are:
1. National Emergency - Article 352
2. State Emergency - Article 356
3. Financial Emergency - Article 360
e Under Article 352, the President declares a national
emergency when the security of the country is threatened
by war, external aggression, or armed rebellion.

e Under Article 356, the President declares a state emergency
when the constitutional machinery of a state breaks down.

e When a state government fails to comply with the
directions of the Central Government, Article 356
empowers the President to declare a state emergency and
Impose President's Rule in that state.

e |f the President is satisfied that the financial stability of
India is threatened, he may declare a financial emergency
under Article 360.

8. The President's VVeto Power

e A bill passed by Parliament becomes law only after
receiving the President's assent. (Article 111)

e The President exercises three types of powers over bills
submitted for assent:

1. He may give his assent.

2. He may withhold his assent.

3. He may return the bill (except a Money Bill) to
Parliament for reconsideration.

4. Delaying (or Pocket) Veto Power

* In this type of veto, the President neither approves, rejects,
nor returns the bill for reconsideration; he simply keeps it
pending indefinitely.

* This type of veto, where no positive or negative decision is
taken on the bill, is known as the pocket veto.

* The Indian President's pocket veto power is superior to that
of the American President.

* The President cannot use his veto power on a constitutional
amendment bill.

Example:

* In 1986, President Zail Singh used his pocket veto power to
withhold the Indian Post Office Amendment Bill.

* This bill, passed by the Rajiv Gandhi government, was seen
as a restriction on press freedom.

* Three years later, in 1989, the next President, R.
Venkataraman, sent the bill back to Parliament for
reconsideration. However, the government decided to abandon
the bill.

9. Other Powers

* The President establishes the structure and rules of the Union
Public Service Commission.

* It is the President's duty to constitute the Official Language
Committee and implement the committee's recommendations
to gradually increase the use of Hindi in administration.

* The President is responsible for formulating special rules for
the administration of Jammu and Kashmir, and for creating
special laws and regulations for the administration of
Scheduled and Tribal areas.

The President's Ordinance-Making Power (Article 123):
 According to Article 123, the President has the power to
promulgate an ordinance when Parliament is not in session and
an immediate need arises.

* An ordinance thus promulgated has the same force and effect
as an Act of Parliament.

* The President can withdraw such an ordinance at any time.

* The President cannot promulgate an ordinance when
Parliament is in session.

* The President can promulgate an ordinance when one of the
two Houses of Parliament is in session while the other is not.
An ordinance is subject to the following two conditions:

1. The ordinance must fall within the legislative
competence of Parliament.

2. The ordinance should not infringe upon fundamental
rights.

An ordinance comes to an end in the following ways:

1. The ordinance comes to an end when the President
withdraws it at any time.

2. If Parliament approves the ordinance within six weeks
of its reassembly, it becomes an Act of Parliament.

3. If Parliament rejects the ordinance within six weeks
of its reassembly, the ordinance ceases to be in effect
immediately.

4. If no action is taken on the ordinance within six
weeks of Parliament's reassembly, the ordinance lapses
at the end of the six-week period.

5. If Parliament does not convene after the President has
promulgated an ordinance, the ordinance remains in
force for a period of six months. (The interval between
two sessions of Parliament is 6 months)

Note:
Here, the 6-week period will be calculated only from the
date on which both houses of Parliament convene. If the
first house convenes and the second house convenes
later, the 6-week period will be calculated from the date
the second house convenes.

The following laws can be introduced through an
ordinance:
e Ordinary new laws.
e Amendments to laws previously enacted by
Parliament.
e Tax-related laws.
e Constitutional amendments under Article 368 cannot
be introduced through an ordinance.
