* Parliament is the legislative arm of the central government.

e Its functions are clearly explained in Part V of the Constitution of India,
from Articles 79 to 122.

¢ The Parliament of India consists of 3 parts. They are (Article 79)
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1. President

2. Rajya Sabha

3. Lok Sabha

¢ The Parliament of India is called a bicameral legislature as it consists of an
upper house called Rajya Sabha and a lower house called Lok Sabha.

¢ The legislature is generally referred to as the supreme legislative body of
the country, consisting of representatives elected from all the
constituencies of the country, which makes or amends the laws of the
country.

¢ The legislature that makes laws for the whole of India is referred to as
Parliament or the National Assembly.

e The President is also an indispensable part of Parliament as he is
responsible for the following functions of Parliament:

1. Summoning the session and delivering special addresses

2. Prorogating the Houses

3. Dissolving the Lok Sabha

4. Addressing both Houses

5. Promulgating Emergency Laws
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¢ The President of India, although not a member of either House of
Parliament or participating in the session of Parliament, is the unifying body
of Parliament.
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¢ A bill passed by both the houses of Parliament becomes a law only after

the assent of the President.

¢ The Indian Parliament has two important powers and functions. They are
1. Legislative power to enact laws

2. Financial power to pass the budget

¢ The Parliament also has the task of electing the President and Vice

President of India.

¢ The President, Vice President. Parliament has the power to discuss the
removal of judges of the Supreme Court and High Courts and to pass the

removal of judges. The process of such removal is called "impeachment

procedure".
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¢ The Rajya Sabha or the Upper House is the second house of the Indian
Parliament.

¢ The Rajya Sabha functions as a body to protect the rights and interests of
the states, similar to the Legislative Assembly in the United States.
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¢ The Rajya Sabha was formed on 3 April 1952.

e |ts first session began on 13 May 1952.

* The Rajya Sabha consists of not more than 250 members.

* Of these members, 238 are elected from various states and union
territories according to their population.

¢ The remaining 12 are nominated by the President from among those with
experience in literature, science, sports, art and social service.

¢ The present strength of the Rajya Sabha is 245. Of these, 233 are from
states and union territories and 12 are nominated members.
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* The name Rajya Sabha or Upper House was announced by the Chairman
of the Rajya Sabha on 23 August 1954 to emphasize the special nature of
the Rajya Sabha.

¢ |nitially, this House was called the Council of States.
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Election method and tenure

e Election to the Rajya Sabha is indirect. The members are elected by
the states by the persons elected to the state legislatures through
the single-member constituency system.
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The Rajya Sabha is a permanent house. It cannot be dissolved but
1/3rd of the members retire every 2 years. Re-election is held to fill
the vacancies.

The term of office of a member is 6 years. After that, he can be re-
elected any number of times.
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A person seeking election to the Rajya Sabha under the
\ Representation of the People Act, 195gmust be an elector in the
parliamentary constituency of that State.

Section 3 of the Representation of the People Act was amended by
the Representation of the People Amendment Act, 2003, removing
the condition that a candidate for the Rajya Sabha should be a
resident of the State from which he is elected.

* The Vice President of India is the ex-officio Chairman of the Rajya
Sabha. This is called the Ex-officio Chairman.

¢ He is not a member of the Rajya Sabha but he presides over the
House.

¢ |f the office of the Vice President falls vacant, his office of
Chairman of the Rajya Sabha also falls vacant.

¢ He does not have the right to vote but has the power to cast a
casting vote.

¢ He has the right to speak and participate in the proceedings of the
House when a resolution to remove the Vice President from office is
under consideration. But he cannot preside over the House.
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(Deputy Chairman of Rajya Sabha)

¢ The Deputy Chairman is elected from among the members of Rajya Sabha.

e The members of Rajya Sabha elect one of their number as the Deputy
Chairman of Rajya Sabha through secret ballot.

¢ He has the right to vote. He has only a casting vote when acting as
Chairman.
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e First Chairman of the Rajya Sabha of Independent India - Dr. S.
Radhakrishnan

e First Deputy Chairman of the Rajya Sabha of Independent India - S.V.
Krishnamurthy Rao
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Special Powers of the Rajya Sabha

e Article 249 empowers the Rajya Sabha to transfer certain
departments specified in the State List to the Union List by a special
majority of (2)/3rds of the Rajya Sabha.

e Article 312 empowers the Rajya Sabha to create new All India Posts
by a special majority.

e A resolution to remove the Vice President from office can be first
moved in the Rajya Sabha. The Rajya Sabha removes the Vice
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President from office by a special majority. The Lok Sabha accepts it
by a simple majority.
